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El Condicional Real e Irreal 

El Condicional "Real" (El Condicional Presente) 

Oraciones en el condicional presente incluyen una parte de la oración que empieza con 
la palabra "if" y que contiene un verbo en el tiempo presente. La otra parte de la oración 
usa un verbo en el futuro con el verbo auxiliar "will". Si la parte de la oración con "if" va 
primero, se usa comma (como después de "If it rains" en el ejemplo abajo). El 
condicional presente también es conocido como el condicional "real" porque 
generalmente se usa con situaciones muy probables (reales). Por ejemplo, en la oración 
abajo, es probable que llueva.  

If it rains, I will use an umbrella. Si llueve, usaré mi paraguas. 
I will use an umbrella if it rains. Usaré mi paraguas si llueve. 

 
El Condicional "Irreal" 

Oraciones en el condicional "irreal" tienen una parte de la oración que empieza con la 
palabra "if" y contienen un verbo que parece como el pasado. La otra parte de la oracion 
contiene el verbo en el condicional con "would". Si la parte de la oración con "if" va 
primero, usa una coma como en el primer ejemplo abajo. Estas oraciones se conocen 
como "el condicional irreal" porque contienen condiciones que no son muy probables que 
ocurran (son irreales). Por ejemplo, en las oraciones abajo, no es muy probable que 
ganaré la lotería.  

If I won the lottery, I would buy a new car.  
Si ganara la lotería, compraría un carro nuevo. 
I would buy a new car if I won the lottery.  
Compraría un carro nuevo si ganara la lotería. 

Como mencioné antes, el verbo en la parte de la oracion que empieza con "if" se 
conjuga como el tiempo pasado (pero la forma gramátical se llama el subjuntivo). La 
única excepción es con el verbo "to be". Tradicionalmente se ha considerado 
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gramaticalmente correcto usar "were" en el subjuntivo aun con la primera persona 
singular ("I") y la tercera persona singular (he/she/it).  

If I were rich, I would travel around the world.  
Si fuera rico, viajaría por todo el mundo. 

Sin embargo, mucha gente actualmente usa "was" en estos casos y hasta en ocasiones 
aparece en libros como una alternativa que se considera correcta.

Maybe I'd spend 
some time in France and England. I'd also travel to Asia, maybe China and Japan. I'd 
stay in all five-star hotels and eat in expensive restaurants.  

JANE – Good luck to you. So if you're going to buy a lottery ticket you'd better hurry. 
The drawing is tomorrow at 7:00 PM.  
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Shopping Addiction 

Are you a compulsive shopper? 

Are your credit cards maxed out? Is it impossible for you to go to a store 
without buying something? Are your closets full of things you don't even 
use? Do you get a "high" when you buy new things only to feel depressed 
later because you've dug yourself into a deeper financial hole? 

Shopping can truly be an addiction for some people. Shopping addicts 
exhibit the same sorts of behaviors as other addicts. They have a lack of 
control over their impulses. They get a thrill when they purchase new 
things but feel remorse later when they realize what they've done. 

Some compulsive shoppers exhibit a lack of control in other areas of their life as well. They may 
even have other addictions such as alcoholism or eating disorders. A person with addictive 
behavior patterns should seek professional counseling. 

How can you control your spending? 

Make a shopping list and stick to it! Write down what you need to buy and don't buy 
anything that's not on the list. This will force you to buy what you need and avoid impulse 
purchases. 

Use cash, checks or debit cards instead of credit cards. With cash, checks and debit cards, 
you are spending money that you have saved. With credit cards, however, you are spending 
money that you don't have. Hide your credit cards or cut them up. Don't take them with you 
when you go shopping. 
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Shop at individual stores instead of going to the mall. When you 
go to the mall, you will be tempted to go in other stores and buy things 
that you don't need. If the store that you need to visit is at the mall, 
park your car at the door that is closest to the store that you need to 
visit and don't go in any other stores. 

Don't window shop, look through catalogs, or watch home shopping channels. These 
lead to impulse purchases. When you browse, you will inevitably find something you want to buy 
(but probably don't need). 

If your shopping is beyond your control, seek professional help. Many people have some 
problems restraining themselves when they go shopping but if it reaches addiction level, you 
need help. Contact a counselor or join a support group.
